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Electricity:

The main voltage for electricity is 220V and 50Hz. Central European type wall socket (two-pin plugs) is standard in Turkey. Please do not forget to bring your plug adaptor if you use three-pin plugs as in the UK.  
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Time Difference:

Turkey is GMT+2, that is to say two hours ahead of the UK and one hours of the Central Europe.
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Visa: 

While planning your trip to Turkey, do not forget to check your passport if it is valid for at least 90 days. Depending on your nationality, your stay as a tourist is limited up to 3 months (for one entrance). For tourist visas for many countries, there is no need to apply in advance or to fill in any forms. The visa for UK passport holders currently costs £10 and must be paid for with a Sterling note when you arrive at the airport in Istanbul. The visa for some EU state-passport holders currently costs € 10 and must be paid for with a Euro note when you arrive at the airport in Istanbul. 
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Mobile Phones and roaming:

The major GSM operators in T
urkey are Turkcell, Vodafone and Avea. You can use your mobile phone in Turkey if your provider has enabled international roaming. Turkey country calling code is 90. For example: 00905366805828 to call me (
